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I first read The Soul Speaks in 2018, drawn by the title’s reference to ‘Soul.’ I appreciated 

it then but recently, with a further 6-years of astrological experience and research having 

broadened my perspective, this second reading evoked a powerful depth of resonance 

with the material.  

Mark Jones is a skilled writer, sharing complex and esoteric ideas in a way that makes 

them accessible.  His ability to weave together the disciplines of psychology and 

astrology, within the scope of this work, reflects his unique approach and highlights the 

value of a client-centred practice. This book oƯers both practical and intellectual 
elements. Thought-provoking and with new insights, Jones enables us to make a powerful 

connection with the craft of astrology from an evolutionary point of view.   

For the practicing astrologer, new or seasoned, tools and tips for approaching a ‘reading’ 

are simple, clear, and filled with potential to elevate the consultation experience for both 

client and practitioner.
